J-TERM BIBLE STUDY: “Hard Questions”

In recent years, many colleges have instituted a “J-Term” for the month of January as a
separate opportunity to focus on one course for one month between semesters. Last
January, Kyle Jones (Calvary’s Director of Youth and Family Ministry) offered a three-week
course for adults, focused on how to study the Bible, how to identify themes, etc.

Our Bible study will have a "J-Term" this January. Kyle will be leading a series of four classes
(with a possible fifth session) to be held in the Sanctuary on Tuesday  mornings at 10:30
a.m. This year we’ll be exploring the answers to the following hard questions of the Christian
faith:
 
Tuesday , January  7 – Can there only  be one true religion?  
Tuesday, January 14 – Can I know that the Bible is true?
Tuesday, January 21 – Can God and evil coexist?
Tuesday, January 28 – Can Christianity and science coexist?
 
Addit ional week if desired:  Tuesday, February 3 – Can I know God outside the Bible? 
 
These
classes will meet in the Sanctuary on the dates listed above at 10:30 am and will last
approximately an hour.

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the Christian life.
